* Improvements in the sustainability, cost effectiveness, efficiency, or production of the product

4. The product development can consist of an actual hardware-based product, software, process technology, or service.

5. Product development accomplishments can consist of one or more individual products with applications in any country.

6. Only one individual person will be selected the Young Innovator of the Year. Team awards will not be made.
